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Abstract
English-language summary of the essay text; it should not exceed 150 words and must contain at least the following components: Introduction, a brief description of the importance of the essay’s analysis. Development, a description of the body of assumptions or the core of the essay’s proposal. Conclusion, the main theoretical or methodological consequence of the study.
Keywords: Five keywords (in English) must be included to allow your essay to be found in searches on specialized academic sites. For example: Artificial Intelligence, Higher Education, Ethics, Personalization of Learning.
Resumen
The same structure as the abstract must be followed; the only difference is that it is written in Spanish.
Palabras clave: Follow the instructions indicated for the Keywords; write them in Spanish.
1 Introduction
In this section you must describe the problem of analysis, the context (theoretical, disciplinary, or any other that allows understanding the situation in which the essay is situated), and the importance of the topic. The problem or research question must be clearly formulated. Likewise, in a narrative format, you must state the objectives of the essay. As part of this section, provide a brief review of the relevant literature (for this you must use the latest version of APA format). This section must be written as continuous prose; do not break it down or use bullet points or numbering.
2 Development of the Essay (Body)
You may organize the development into subsections so that it is feasible to arrange the content under clear and coherent subheadings (use the most recent APA heading format). It is important to consider, regarding the use of subsections, that their use is advisable if they help you write a clearer exposition of your ideas. The development section is vital for the essay, since this is where the manuscript’s fundamental arguments are put forward; therefore, you must organize the content following a logical expository model so that your line of argument is evident—coherent, straightforward, and open to critique by your readers. Remember that an essay is not a mere “invention” of the author’s thought; it requires support from citations of other authors or opposing positions.
3 Conclusions
This section is the space to summarize the main points discussed in the essay. Reflect on the implications of your findings for your profession, the country, and the world. Suggest possible directions for future research.
4 References
List all bibliographic sources cited in the essay, formatted according to the most recent edition of the APA guidelines.
The references must match, in number, the citations in the document. It is important to verify this carefully.
The author must consult at least 12 different sources.
